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FICTION BOOK REPORT – 100 pts. total
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**Book must be approved by Sept. 30th.**

**BOOK REPORT DUE OCTOBER 20th.**

PART 1: Two-paragraph summary (20 pts.) 
· The first paragraph should summarize the entire story.  Limit 5-10 sentences. The second paragraph is where you tell why you picked this story, whether you liked your book, and if you would recommend it to other.  Min. 5 sentences.
PART 2: Plot cycle diagram (50 pts.)

· On a regular sheet of white paper, diagram your plot.  You should label the exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, and resolution.  Each part should have 1-2 sentences describing what happens at each point.  (This should look like a hill-see your class notes if you have forgotten!) 10 pts. for each part (5 pts. for the label and 5 pts. for the explanatory sentences.).
PART 3: Word Cloud (20 pts.)

· On a regular sheet of white paper, create a word cloud.  This is simply a bunch of words on paper in an artistic manner.  You can do this by writing the words, cutting them out of a magazine, printing them off your computer, or by using www.wordle.net.  You must use a minimum of 20 words from your story.  They can be from any part of the story, but should be important to the story.  For example, if you read a Nancy Drew mystery, you might include the words “Nancy Drew”, “mystery”, “case”, “criminal”, “solved”, etc.  This is a visual representation of your book and will be shown to the class during your oral presentation.
PART 4: Oral Presentation (10 pts.)
· You will need to show your word cloud to the class.  Also, you will need to share what your story was about (do not include every detail-some students may want to read your book!!) and whether you would recommend it or not.  2 minutes maximum.
